blocked.

2. If the Interlock Switch is pushed
in or pulled out, the Merchandiser
is fully operational; and touching
mechanical or electrical parts can
result in injury. For maximum
safety, disconnect the Merchan-
diser Service Cord before install-
ing this Kit.

A. PARTS REMOVAL

1. Disconnect the Merchandiser
Service Cord from the recep-
tacle.
