When a selection is made, the dispensing chain is advanced one step. As each chain segment moves
around the front sprocket, the hook of the following segment releases the white slide and lifter of the leading
chain segment, allowing the product to drop into the delivery compartment.

Chain Removal

Occasionally, the chain may break or require retiming due to being accidentaly uncoupled. The following
procedure will aid you in this task.
