UNPLUG THE VENDER.
Remove the existing ballast box from the door.
Remove the ballast from existing ballast box. Do not disconnect any of the wiring.
Mount the ballast on to the relocation cover (805,800,63x.x1).
Tomount: a Locatethe dotin the ballast relocation cover.
b. Hook the end of the ballast into the slot in the cover.
c. Securethelooseleg of the ballast to the cover using two No. 10 self tapping screws
(900,301,83x.x1).
Remove the three screws holding the bottom of the delivery chute box and save to install later. (See Area 1,
figure 1, page 4).
Hook the bottom of the relocation cover over the top edge of the bottom door frame. (Seefigure 1, page
4).
Secure the top of the relocation cover to the bottom of the delivery chute box by replacing the three screws
that were removed in Step 5 above. (Seefigure 1, page 4).
Use the cable ties supplied in the kit to dress and secure the harnessing.

UNPLUG THE VENDER.
Cut the bottom left cabletie. (Seeltem 1, figure 2, page 4).
Remove the existing ballast box from the door.
Remove the ballast from the existing ballast box. Do not disconnect any of the wiring.
Thread the ballast and wiring through the opening of the door at the bottom left, (see Area A, figure 2, page
4) under the bottom light assembly, out through the control box (see Area B, figure 2, page 4) and into the
area under the coin box.
Mount the ballast on to the ballast relocation cover (805,800,63x.x1).
Tomount: a Locatethe sotin the ballast relocation cover.

b. Hook the end of the ballast into the slot in the cover.

c. Securetheloose leg of the ballast to the cover using two No. 10 self tapping screws

(900,301,83x.x1).

Remove the top right screw from the bottom lamp bracket (see Item 2, figure 2, page 4) and save to install
later.
Hook the relocation cover (Item 4, figure 2, page 4) to the bottom door frame. Note: Notchesin the cover
should sit over the bottom door flange. (See figure 2, page 4).
Hook the relocation cover bracket (805,800,62x.x1) over the edge of the coin box shelf. (See Item 3, figure
2, page 4).
Secure the cover bracket to the relocation cover using two No. 10 self tapping screws (900,301,83x.x1).
Secure the rel ocation assembly to the vender by replacing the screw removed from the bottom light
assembly in Step 7 above.
Use the cable ties supplied in the kit to dress and secure the harnessing.
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
